having a wife, AND HE IS CHILDLESS, HIS BROTHER SHOULD MARRY THE WIFE AND RAISE UP 

CHILDREN TO HIS BROTHER. “Now there were seven brothers; and the first took a wife and died 

childless; and the second and the third married her; and in the same way all seven died, leaving 

no children. “Finally the woman died also. “In the resurrection therefore, which one’s wife will 

she be? For all seven had married her.”
