1.) Christ Gives his People Absolute Victory Over Death. (V55-57)

55 "0 Death, where [is] your sting? O Hades, where [is] your victory?"

"l will ransom them from the power of the grave, | will redeem them from death. O Death, | will
be your plagues! O Grave, | will be your destruction! Pity is hidden from My eyes."

Hosea 13:14 NKJV

Shall I ransom them from the power of Sheol? Shall | redeem them from death? O Death, where
are your thorns? O Sheol, where is your sting? Compassion will be hidden from My sight.

A.)The sting of death is sin. (v56a)

B.) The strength of sin is the law (v56b)

7 What shall we say then?[Is] the law sin? Certainly not! On the contrary, | would not have
known sin except through the law. For | would not have known covetousness unless the law had
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said, "You shall not covet." 8 But sin, taking opportunity by the commandment, produced in me
all [manner of evil] desire. For apart from the law sin [was] dead.

57 But thanks [be] to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

For He made Him who knew no sin [to be] sin for us, that we might become the righteousness
of God in Him.

(2 Corinthians 5:21 NKJV)
