-2 to Christ as King by repentance and faith (Mark 1:15, Romans 10:9-10).
Those who respond this way will receive forgiveness and eternal life.

~ Faith (mloTig) and Trust (ruoteUw) are simply different forms of the same
greek word!

- Repentance and faith are not good works in themselves. They are acts of trust, in
response to the good news of God's victory on our behalf. The Scriptures teach that
salvation is not earned by good works but received by grace through faith in Christ
(Ephesians 2:8-9).

- This is the Gospel that gives new life and salvation. But, it isn't just the way to God; it is
the way of God.
