Big Idea: the Way of the Lord Is Dangerous


1.) The Way Is Dangerous Because the Lord Is Holy and People Are Sinful


Read Verse 1.


A.) This is the Starting Point of the Gospel


B.) God is Holier Than You Think He is, and You Are More Wretched Than You 
Think You Are.


“…Woe is  me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, 
And I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have 
seen the King, The Lord of hosts.” (Isa 6:5)
